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An investigation on the learning needs of nursing
students in Kiang Wu Nursing College of Macau

Abstract Objective: To investigate the needs of the 3 levels of
nursing students undertaking Higher Diploma Nursing
Programme, in regard to the needs arisen during the period of
nursing study. Based on the understanding of the students' needs,
it was hoped to develop a Bachelor Nursing Programme which
could take both the social value and individual value into
consideration, and promote harmony in the development of the
society, nursing profession and person. Method: Face to face
interviews were performed on 18 students who were drawn by
stratified random sampling in terms of their academic results.
Data collected was categorized into 3 dimensions: 1. The
students’ needs on teaching and learning; 2. The students' needs
on professional education; 3. The students’ needs on realizing
socialization. Result: The nursing students of Kiang Wu Nursing
College of Macau were identified needs for sufficient learning
time and space, various teaching methods, equal students and
teachers relationship and comprehensive evaluating methods,
while some of them expressed their needs for equipping independent
thinking ability and problem-solving ability.
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
