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Student nurses’ attitude & cognition

towards hospice care in Macau

Abstract Objective: To investigate the attitude and cognition
towards hospice care among student nurses in Macau. Method: 171
full-time student nurses were selected from a nursing college in
Macau to participate by a questionnaire. Result: Both freshmen and
sophomore have less understanding of hospice care, whereas junior
and senior obtain higher understanding. The result indicated 84.5%
participants having positive attitude of hospice care. Also 100% of
them agree that dying patients should have holistic care and have
the right to seek for good quality of life. Conclusion: Nursing college
should enhance and enrich its curriculum on hospice care, and
physical, psychological, spiritual contents so as to enhance the

knowledge of holistic care of patients for student nurses.
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
